From the Start, to the Brothers leaving them to port, then to Little Harding buoy (G "1" FI G 4 sec) leaving it to
port, then to the Finish.

FINISH
The finish line is a line between an orange panel on the Oakland Yacht Club race deck and a temporary mark set
in the Oakland Estuary off docks 5 and 6.

CHECK IN
Check-in via VHF radio channel 69, prior to the initial Warning signal, is mandatory.
